Blowing Grass Clippings onto
Streets Is Prohibited

Residents are requested not to blow
grass clippings into the street. Clippings
can clog storm sewer intakes and also
add debris to the waterways flowing
through the city. Fines up to $750 can
be imposed on people found il
responsible for blowing grass clippings
into the street. The City of Bondurant
can also be cited by the Iowa
Department of Natural Resources (DNR), if the DNR
determines that the City is not taking appropriate action to
prevent debris, such as grass clippings, from running into City
storm sewers. Your cooperation in keeping our streets and
waterways clean is appreciated and good for the
environment.

Ride Safe. Use caution around other riders and drivers,
make sure to maintain a safe distance at all times. Wear a
helmet.

Ride Right. Ride in the right lane, except when passing
another vehicle, preparing for a left turn, or avoiding
hazards. Never ride in a vehicle’s blind spot, especially near
intersections where a vehicle may turn.

Be Seen / Communicate Clearly. Use hand signals to
advise motorists when you plan to turn, change lanes or
stop. Speak loudly to alert other riders or pedestrians when
you plan to pass them, and always pass on the
left when possible. Do not ride at night unless
you use a headlight, taillight and reflectors,
and wear bright or white

clothing.
Expect the unexpected. NeveW
assume a motorist sees you

or that you have the right-of-way. Be
aware of parked

vehicles pulling into traffic, vehicles
doors opening into your

path, and road obstacles.

Take your space. If needed, take the entire lane to avoid
obstacles or to ensure your own safety at intersections. Give
yourself extra space between vehicles when crossing an
intersection.

Toter Placement Guidelines

Whether it's
your garbage,
recyclables or
yard waste
that's going to
the curb,
there are a
few tips you
can follow to
help ensure
collection.

Placement Tips

¢ Consider the three-foot rule; there should be three feet
between carts, yard waste bags and structures such as mail
boxes, cars and lamp posts.

e Cart should be within 18 inches of the curb.

¢ Face the short metal bar toward the street.

e Position the cart on as level of surface as possible, away
from overhanging tree branches.

e Make sure lid is closed.

e Make sure carts stay on your property at all times. During
windy weather, hazards may arise when carts are blown
onto the streets.

Set-Out Time
e By 7 a.m. day of collection.
¢ Day before Collection: Do not set out before 5 p.m.

How It Works:

e The truck needs clear, close access to the cart so the arm
can reach.

e Damage can occur to public and private property if the
carts are placed too close to physical property.

e Carts and bags too close to one another can get knocked
over.

e An open lid could result in fly-away litter in your
neighborhood.

Winter Tips

Winter months present some challenges getting carts to the
curb. Consider these tips:

e Clear out a place for your cart when you shovel snow from
your driveway. Leave 18 inches around it to allow room for
the truck's arm.

e Don't place carts on snow piles, because it's easy for them
to tip over and litter your streets and presents a difficult
situation for the truck driver to set down your cart.

e Don't place carts in the street. This is a hazard for cars,
and they could be destroyed by snow plows.

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BONDURANT COMMUNITY SURVEYED
ON OPINIONS ABOUT

COMMUNITY/RECREATION CENTER

Bondurant residents were surveyed at a number of
community events about their preferences for a
community/recreation center in the last several weeks of
June. The City is looking into how, when and where a
building could be built that could serve as a
gathering/meeting place for community events and also offer
physical fitness equipment and facilities. 143 survey
responses were collected. A majority of respondents agreed
that a recreation/fitness facility is needed in Bondurant.

The five most popular activities were:
Cardio fitness and exercise machine areas
Gymnasium

Indoor walking/jogging track

Group exercise/fitness class studios
Weight training area

he five least popular activities were:

Racquetball court

Craft/hobby programs

Aqua therapy facility

On-site child care service

Spin class studio
Many of the respondents indicated that they would join a
facility. Evenings were the most popular usage time. A high
percentage of people also said they would use a facility one
to four times a week and would be willing to pay $25 to $50
per month. 123 respondents stated that they would or would
consider supporting a bond referendum for this project.

A public meeting to review the facility proposal is set for
Wednesday, September 18 at 6:00 p.m., at the Bondurant
City Hall.

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WRA SEWER CONSTRUCTION TO BE COMPLETED THIS YEAR

A“ Construction has
: begun on the

final section of
36" sewer that
will connect
Bondurant to the
Wastewater
Reclamation
~ Authority (WRA)
wastewater plant
on Vandalia Road
in Des Moines. Work
will be completed by
the end of 2013, at
which time the City’s
wastewater lagoons will be
taken out of service. The contract has
been awarded to Geislinger & Sons, Inc. of Watkins, MN. No Iowa contractors
submitted bids for this work. Work will include removal of four lift stations, two
funded by the WRA and two by the City of Bondurant.

The sewer will parallel Mud Creek
between I-80 and the Bondurant
wastewater lagoons. Total cost for this
contract is $4,538,427, with the City of
Bondurant paying $408,593 for its share of
the work. Work on this project started several
years ago southeast of Altoona with
construction of a lift station and sewer adjacent
to Mud Creek on the east side of Altoona. This
new sewer line should provide adequate sewer
capacity for Bondurant for many years to come.

Work on this project will continue in 2014 with the
removal of sludge from the lagoons. The City and
WRA will share sludge removal costs. Following clean

out of the lagoons, the WRA will
assume ownership of two lagoons
which will be used for temporary
wastewater storage during wet
weather conditions. Temporary
storage events are anticipated
once or twice each year for
several days. The City will retain
ownership of the remaining two
lagoons. There are no plans for
use of the lagoons retained by the
City.
