August 15, 2013

A Regular meeting of the City of Bondurant Parks and Recreation Board was held at City Park,
201 Main Street, Southeast, Polk County, lowa. on August 15, 2013, at 6:00 p.m.

Notice of the meeting was posted at the Bondurant City Center, Casey’'s General Stores,
Legacy Bank and the Bondurant Post Office on August 8, 2013. All proceedings hereafter
shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public.

Board Chair Cook called the Board meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Roll call was taken and a
quorum was present.

The agenda from August 15, 2013 was reviewed and approved. The minutes from July 18,
2013 were reviewed and approved as amended. Roll Call: Ayes: 4. Nays: 0. Motion carried.

Shawn Snyder, Eagle Scout from Troop 10 presented an updated slideshow for his project on
fishing line recycle containers for Lake Petocka and the handicap accessible bench he is
making for Mallard Pointe Park. His fundraising for this project has not been started yet
because he needs to get approval from the Eagle Scout Board after he gets all required
signatures. Shawn’s anticipated start date is August 24. He needs to raise $386.00 for this
project. Dave Higgins stated that any funds left over from this project will be passed onto the
Park and Recreation Board.

Thad Long- SVPA presented the Board with three options for a shelter with restrooms at City
Park and went over different options for each. Some of the options for the Board to look into



were hip roof, pop-up roofing for more venting, car siding, timber structure appearance,
conventional framing, paving around building, direction of shelter and location of restrooms
and types of exterior siding. City Administrator Arentsen inquired about a handicap table,
weathering getting through the roof on option 3 and if the Board was ok with hip roofing. Mark
asked Thad to provide pricing on the different options and samples at September 19 meeting.
Mark stated that the shelter will run east to west, Board and engineer agree that restrooms
should be on the east. Thad suggested going with wood instead of blocks for the restroom so a
mason would not need to be hired. Board Member E. Johnson inquired about approval needed
by the Board at the August 15 meeting. He would also like to know the cost and frequency of
roof replacement if needed to be done in the future. Board Chair Cook discussed going with an
open look and keeping it unique for the park shelter. He also inquired about lighting, paving
around building and sidewalks to the shelter. Water Superintendent Pat Collison stated the
water will need to come from Main Street, sewer line is in the alley and electric can come from
the pole to the southeast. Thad suggested going with recessed can lighting, Mark
recommended motion sensor lighting.

Ron Feigl-Holophane Lighting- presented different light options for City Park and suggested
that the City could save some money by going with LED lights. LED’s are equivalent to metal
halide lights and are within the energy code. City would own these lights instead of paying
MidAmerican a monthly charge. Four poles using round tapered aluminum are suggested at
$1200.00 per 18 foot tall pole. Board Chair Cook suggested having a neighborhood meeting
once the Board gets some ideas possibly around late fall or early winter.

Guest Joseph Antelman-300 Lincoln St. SE., likes the idea of new shelter and would like for
the neighborhood to be able to ask questions about what is going on. He stated that the green
space is used all the time and that he doesn’t want to see it go away.

City Administrator Arentsen discussed prioritizing grant applications and would like to take it to
Council on August 19. Grant options were City Park lighting, Gateway park flagpoles & lights,
North community entrance, City Hall information sign, Bondurant student scientists and fire
safety equipment. Majority of the Boards votes were for Gateway Park flagpoles & lights, North
Community entrance and City Park lighting, consecutively. Prairie Meadows grants are due in
September.

Recreation Coordinator Hagan updated Board on recreation center and announced a public
meeting on September 18 to talk about the facility and not necessarily the site since the City
has not received approval from the property owner.

Slow pitch- Recreation Coordinator Hagan stated that coed was finishing regular season
tonight August 15. Men’s registration is due Friday August 23.

Board Chair Cook presented a list for website improvements (list attached). Administrative
Assistant went over pricing per hour to fix or add to website.

Recreation Coordinator Hagan went over park equipment and offered the Board catalogs that
the City has received from different companies. She discussed sending out an RFP to multiple



vendors to possibly get better pricing since some of the vendors partner with other vendors.
Board Chair Cook and Board Member Vermie suggested to Shelby to draft an RFP and follow
the process of the Master Plan.

The following items were discussed as part of the City Administrators comments:
e Look over and do some research on job description and ordinance, bring suggestions to
September meeting.

The following items were discussed as part of the Board Chair’'s comments:
e What grants are coming up while Park Coordinator is on leave.
e What events are going on while Shelby is out and will Misty be taking care of said
events.
e Add resolution for Depot reservation to next agenda; include exclusive rights, $30 for
resident and city limits.
e Volleyball court needs fixed

The following items were discussed as part of the Board Member’s comments:

¢ All Board members are in favor of adding the Depot to reservation form

e Board Member Vermie received Waukee and West Des Moines Chamber criteria for
choosing their citizen of the year and will email to all Board Members.

e Board Member E. Johnson spoke on Nic Robinson’s behalf, he gets money with a
501(C)(3), BSC fits this category for him to donate. Nic can donate money to soccer
club and they will buy prairie grass. Board Chair would like to know if Nic is putting
together a plan to show the Board.

The following items were discussed as part of the Recreation Coordinators comments:

e Misty will be taking over Punt, Pass and Kick, Bondu Spooktacular, self-defense, men’s
softball and other events that arise including all City updates that | would normally do if |
was in the office.

e Peggy Vint okayed the announcement of the winners of PPK during half time of the
following game, a Park and Recreation Board Member will need to be present to do this.

e Santa Social will be coming up and we need to get a date set.

e As of June 2013 Shelby is no longer a representative on the BRSC Board. BRSC may
be contacting a Park and Rec. Board Member to fill a vacancy on their board.

Board Chair Cook adjourned the meeting at 8:00 p.m.

The next meeting will be held on Thursday, September 19, 2013, at 6:00 p.m.
