Discussion was led by Commission Chair Bein concerning the proposed ordinance to add 
park land dedication requirements for residential developments.  Commission Member 
Mark requested a list of existing park land in the City.  Commission Member Higgins said 
he was concerned as the City had a provision for green space development in the past 
and the Council recommended its removal because it was being challenged in Iowa 
Courts.  City Administrator Arentsen said that the issue dealt with requiring a monetary 
amount and had been resolved.  Some developers prefer not to give ground but offer a 
contribution to the parks.  Commission Member Higgins asked that the wording include not 
just parks, but green space, bike and walking trails, and public use.  Commission Member 
Mark commented that we need to consider requirements of accessibility, public use, 
restrooms, picnic areas and parking.  Commission Member Baker was concerned with the 
cost of maintaining the park.  City Administrator Arentsen noted that he would like to see 
the ground designated and in the future the City can make improvements as desired.  
Commission Member Baker noted the requirement should consider the usability of the 
land.  Commission Member Skinner commented that the Commission needs to work on a 
formula that we can live with.  There are a lot of different ways to formulate.  City 
Administrator Arentsen asked that this park land requirement be finished in the next couple 
of months.  Commission Chair Bein suggested that three Planning and Zoning 
Commission members (Commission Member Baker, Commission Member Mark, 
Commission Member Higgins), two Council Members, two developers, City employee Mike 
Hall, and two Park and Recreation Board members take part in this task force.  
Commission Member Higgins will chair the task force.

Commission Member Baker was 
concerned that three-quarters acre was not very large.  It was discussed that the whole 
development should be considered when setting aside green space, not one plat at a time, 
and the designation should be in the first phase of the planning stages.  Discussion also took 
place on allowing developers to install bike trails in lieu of dedicating park land.

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fountain installed.  It is a nice amenity, aerates the water and helps reduce algae.  Mr. 
Trumbauer stated that they could put a fountain in the pond but that it would need to be 
maintained by the City.  Mr. Trumbauer stated that the pond is fed by storm sewers from the 
east and north making the area around the pond not well suited for playground equipment.  
Commission Member Skinner suggested that it would be unwise to put a lot of money into it 
and then have it wiped out by flooding.  Commission Member Baker questioned the total land 
mass.  Mr. Trumbauer stated that it would be 16 acres.  He also stated that the initial 
vegetation and seeding would be completed by Regency and the City would do the active 
management of the area after the dedication.  They are proposing this Revised Preliminary 
Plat to increase amenities which help sell lots.  City Administrator Arentsen asked what the 
build out time would be.  Regency expects to move dirt out and start restoration this year.  
They would try to have the trail in by this time next year.  Commission Member Skinner, 
seconded by Commission Member Mark, requested that the Resolution No. PZ-07-08 is 
amended to include wording that the trail around the pond (lake) will be an 8’ wide concrete 
trail.
